
OVERVIEW OF TRANSPORT ARRANGEMENTS IN DURBAN FOR THE 

2010 WORLD CUP TRANSPORT
The 2010 World Cup will be held in South Africa from 11 June to 11 July 2010.  There will be seven matches played in Durban at the Moses Mabhida Stadium.  

The match dates are as follows:-

· Sunday, 13 June @ 8.30pm

· Wednesday, 16 June @ 4.00pm (public holiday)

· Saturday, 19 June @ 1.30pm

· Tuesday, 22 June @ 8.30pm

· Friday, 25 June @ 4.00pm

· Monday, 28 June @ 4.00pm

· Wednesday, 7 July @ 8.30pm

There is a “security zone” in and around the stadium where residents, visitors and vehicles are not permitted.   This “Red Zone” encompasses the Moses Mabhida Stadium and a 1km radius around the stadium.  A permit is required to enter this zone.  This applies to match days only.



The road closures we can expect on match days are as follows:-

· Walter Gilbert (the road running between ABSA Stadium and Moses Mabhida Stadium – NMR to Umgeni)

· Masabalala Yengwa Avenue (NMR) – fully closed from Goble to Somtsue with one lane of traffic open between Argyle and Somtsue for emergency & FIFA personnel vehicles only.

· Masabalala Yengwa Avenue (NMR) – from Somtsue to Old Fort will be one way traffic for businesses situated in this area ie. Toyota

· Argyle Road from Umgeni to the Beachfront.

· Goble Road from Umgeni Road to NMR.

· The beachfront area from Suncoast to uShaka will be a restricted area from 11 June to 11 July 2010.  Access will be permitted to permit holders only (ie. residents, businesses and day visitors).  Any member of the public is able to apply for a permit from the eThekwini Municipality for day passes to the beachfront area.

Umgeni Road will remain open on match days.

These road closures will be effective from midnight before match days to midnight the following day.

The City is expecting approximately 200 000 people to descend on Durban on match days.  There will be a substantial increase in traffic congestion in the city centre and around the stadium due to the increased volume of people, pedestrians, vehicles and road closures on match days. 
The Central Transport Hub (“CTH”) will be located at the Centrum site opposite the Workshop in Durban City Centre.  The CTH is the meeting, drop off and collection point for all fans en route to the stadium.  This includes all Park & Ride facilities which will transport fans from Gateway (North), Pavilion (West) and Galleria (South) to the CTH. 

The Park & Ride facilities will operate from June 6 to July 11 from 09h00 to 02h00 at a cost of R10 per person (one way). There are also 13 railway stations (North & South) which will act as collection points for fans to ride by train to the Durban Station where they will then be transported to the CTH.  

There are a total of 9 pedestrian routes to the CTH and then further pedestrian routes from the CTH to the stadium and the fan park on the beachfront. Fans who choose not to take the pedestrian route or who are unable to walk for whatever reason to the stadium will board a shuttle to the Stadium.  The shuttle, a free service, will run from the CTH to the Stadium every 5 to 15 minutes.

The new buses in operation for the World Cup, which will link all events, venues and facilities in Durban, will run from 5am to 10pm every day, leaving every 15 minutes  -  see attached diagram.

The route for these buses will run (in no particular order) from Kings Park Pool to Suncoast, along Sol Harris Crescent (ice-rink road), past The Wheel, past uShaka to Signal on the Point.  They will then head back towards the city centre, down Anton Lembede (Smith) Street, with stops at the Playhouse and Devonshire (amongst others), continue down to Brook Street, past the Warwick Terminal, past ML Sultan and back into town and down West Street, with a stop at the City Hall and then back to the beachfront.

I hope this is able to give you some indication of what we can expect in Durban in terms of traffic and road closures during the World Cup. 
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
